Your sponsor will answer
questions you have about your job, the Command, and the area. If for some reason
you do not receive a sponsor, contact usarmy.yongsan.501-mi-bde.list.hhc-bde-s1-
sponsor@mail.mil. If you feel like you're not getting the support you need, contact your
chain of command or the Brigade Command Sergeant Major.

Upon arrival, you will participate in an approximately two duty day reception,
integration and orientation program run by the 19" Human Resources Company
(19HRC), while being housed at US Army Garrison — Yongsan, in Seoul. After
completion of this program, your unit will continue your integration. Should you require
assistance, we have a 501t Ml Brigade Liaison imbedded at 1RC.
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Life in Korea is not without challenges. There is limited medical and dental care
on the Korean Peninsula, so resolve any significant medical/dental issues prior to your
and/or your Family's arrival. Additionally, on post housing, command sponsorship slots,
spousat employment opportunities and pet ownership may be limited based upon your
area of assignment. if you are not currently command sponsored but have an interest
in having your dependents accompany you in Korea, we encourage you to submit your
command sponsorship request early.

Travel safe and have a pleasant journey to Korea. Again, we are confident you
will find your assignment to this command a tremendous opportunity for professional
and personal growth. We both look forward to meeting you and welcoming you to
Korea and the Brigade.
