INFORMATION PAPER

SUBJECT:  Area II Vehicle Registration Procedures
PURPOSE:  To provide information on the Area II Vehicle Registration Office procedures and paperwork requirements

DISCUSSION:

1. Registering a vehicle in the Republic of Korea can be a daunting task if you are not prepared.  USFK Regulation 190-1, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision, dated 7 November 2001, is the current regulation concerning this process.  Ensuring you have the proper paperwork, and that it is properly filled out will ensure a smooth process through the Area II vehicle registration process.

2. Listed below are the forms required in order to complete the vehicle registration process.  Blank forms, and additional information, are available at the Area II Vehicle Registration Office or the Yongsan Provost Marshal’s Office.  These forms are also currently available online at the transportation link found at the 8th PERSCOM Turbo In/Out Processing website: https://sms.korea.army.mil/iop/default.html, or downloaded from the Eighth Army Intranet Website at https://www-eusa4.korea.army.mil/ Eusaprm/forms/.  We are also working to add them to the Newcomer’s link on the Eight Army Website and at the Area II Provost Marshal link on the 8th MP Brigade website. 

a. POV Shipped from the States or other location.

(1)  USFK Form 31EK  (Application for Registration of USFK Privately Owned Vehicle) 

(2)  Import Document (Obtained from Vehicle Processing Center) (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(3)  Current USFK drivers license or valid stateside license if newly arrived W/I 30 days

(4)  Insurance policy or documentation that the vehicle is insured in the amount per USFK 190-1 (FOR THE SPECIFIC VEHICLE IN THE OWNERS NAME)

(5)  ID Card

(6)  E-4 & below must provide copy of command sponsorship or exception to policy.

(7)  Safety Inspection (MUST BE WITHIN 30 DAYS) (NOT REQUIRED ON CARS LESS THAN 2 YEARS OLD)

(8) EAPB Form 22 (Single Vehicle Registration Verification)

(9)  Power of Attorney (IF THE SPOUSE IS COMPLETING THE PAPERWORK)

b. Transfer of Ownership from another SOFA member or New from AAFES

(1)  USFK Form 20E (Bill of Sale)  (MUST BE SIGNED BY A COMMISSIONED OFFICER OR GS-12 OR GREATER, NOT INVOLVED IN THE SALE)

(2)  Current USFK drivers license or valid stateside license if newly arrived W/I 30 days

(3)  Insurance policy or documentation that the vehicle is insured in the amount per USFK 190-1 (FOR THE SPECIFIC VEHICLE IN THE OWNERS NAME)
(4)  ID Card

(5)  E-4 & below must provide copy of command sponsorship or exception to policy.
(6)  Safety Inspection (MUST BE WITHIN 30 DAYS)

(7)  USFK Form 31EK  (Application for Registration of USFK Privately Owned Vehicle)  (FROM BUYER)

(8) USFK Form 32EK (Application for Cancellation of USFK Privately Owned Vehicle) (FROM SELLER)

(9) EAPB Form 32 (Single Vehicle Registration Verification) 
(10) Power of Attorney (IF THE SPOUSE IS COMPLETING THE REGISTRATION PAPERWORK)

c. New Car Purchased on the economy

(1) Certificate of Manufacturing & Ownership (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(2) Certificate of Temporary Number Plates (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(3) Current USFK drivers license or valid stateside license if newly arrived W/I 30 days

(4) Insurance policy or documentation that the vehicle is insured in the amount per USFK 190-1 (FOR THE SPECIFIC VEHICLE IN THE OWNERS NAME)

(5) ID Card

(6) E-4 & below must provide copy of command sponsorship or exception to policy.

(7) Safety Inspection (MUST BE WITHIN 30 DAYS) (NOT REQUIRED FOR VEHICLES LESS THAN 2 YEARS OLD)

(8) USFK Form 31EK  (Application for Registration of USFK Privately Owned Vehicle) 

(9) EAPB Form 32 (Single Vehicle Registration Verification)

(10) Power of Attorney (IF THE SPOUSE IS COMPLETING THE PAPERWORK)

d. Used car purchased on the economy

(1) Certificate of Cancellation (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(2)  Korean bill of statement (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(3) Seller’s Certificate of Stamps (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(4) Special Power of Attorney (Needed only when buying from a Dealer) (MUST BE ORIGINAL COPY)

(5) Current USFK drivers license or valid stateside license if newly arrived W/I 30 days

(6) Insurance policy or documentation that the vehicle is insured in the amount per USFK 190-1 (FOR THE SPECIFIC VEHICLE IN THE OWNERS NAME)

(7) ID Card

(8) E-4 & below must provide copy of command sponsorship or exception to policy.

(9) Safety Inspection (MUST BE WITHIN 30 DAYS)

(10) USFK Form 31EK  (Application for Registration of USFK Privately Owned Vehicle) 

(11) EAPB Form 32 (Single Vehicle Registration Verification)

(12) Power of Attorney (IF THE SPOUSE IS COMPLETING THE REGISTRATION PROCESS)

e. Annual Registration/Safety Inspection Renewal

(1) Safety Inspection (MUST BE WITHIN 30 DAYS)

(2) Current USFK drivers license

(3) Insurance policy or documentation that the vehicle is insured in the amount per USFK 190-1 (FOR THE SPECIFIC VEHICLE IN THE OWNERS NAME)
(4) ID Card

(5) E-4 & below must provide copy of command sponsorship or exception to policy.

(6) Old Registration Paperwork

(7) Power of Attorney (IF THE SPOUSE IS COMPLETING THE PAPERWORK)

3.  Fees.

a. Sedans, light trucks, vans-series 12, 70, 80

$5.00 (US Cash Only)

b. Mopeds, motorcycles over 49cc-series k, 1

$3.00 (US Cash Only)

c. Temporary license plates, sedans, trucks, vans

FREE  (Valid for 10 Days Only)

d.  Mopeds less than 49 cc




$1.00 (US Cash Only)

4. Frequently asked questions.

a. What are the specific insurance requirements IAW USFK 190-1?  Paragraph 3-7c(1) specifies $50,000 to cover liability resulting in bodily injury or death of any one person, $100,000 to cover liability resulting from bodily injury or death per accident, and $25,000 property damage liability per accident.

b. Why does the Bill of Sale have to be signed by a commissioned officer, or GS-12 or greater?  USFK Regulation 643-1 (Transactions between SOFA Personnel and Personnel Entitled Duty Free Import Privileges in the ROK) specifies that duty free transactions must be certified by a disinterested commissioned officer or GS-12 or higher.  Transfer of a vehicle between SOFA members is considered a duty free transaction.

c. Why do both the buyer and the seller have to be present during registration?  In order to legally deregister a vehicle, the seller must either prove transfer of ownership, or legal destruction of the vehicle.  It is impossible to register a vehicle without first deregistering the vehicle, and likewise it is impossible to deregister a vehicle, without proving legal transfer of ownership.  It is therefore required that both buyer and seller be present in order to simultaneously complete both transactions.

d. Can spouses register vehicles in their name?  NO.  USFK Regulation 190-1 (Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision), specifies that, “All POVs will be registered under the sponsor’s name, even if another member of the household legally owns the vehicle.” 

e. Can spouses complete the registration process for their sponsors?  YES.  However they must have a legal Power of Attorney (POA).    

f. Can I give a Power of Attorney (POA) to someone to handle transfer of ownership of my vehicle?  YES, however, USFK Regulation 190-1 only allows this in the following circumstances; 1) In case of an emergency leave when member may not be returning to the ROK, 2) short notice PCS assignments where notification is less than 90 days, 3) In the event of Humanitarian assignments when notification is 90 days or less, 4) When a service member has been court-martialed and will enter confinement, and 5) When a service member has been medically evacuated to CONUS and will not return to the ROK.  Please call the Yongsan Vehicle Registration Office if you have additional questions regarding Powers of Attorney procedures.

g. Do I have to have a USFK Driver’s License to register a POV?  YES, if you have been in the ROK for more than 30 days.  Newly arrived personnel can register a POV using a valid stateside driver’s license provided they have been in the ROK for less than 30 days, after 30 days all operators are required to have a USFK Driver’s License.  

h. Does the sponsor have to have a valid USFK driver’s license in order to register a POV?  NO.  USFK Regulation 190-1 allows the sponsor to register a vehicle without a driver’s license provided a member of the household has a valid driver’s license.  The sponsor may not operate the vehicle without a valid license even though the vehicle is registered in their name.
