3-4 June:  The KORO BOSS Beach Blast…The Korea Region MWR Better Opportunities for Single and Unaccompanied Soldiers (BOSS) Program hosted the 12th Annual 
ach Blast at Chinhae Naval Base and Busan’s Song Jung Beach, 3-4 June.   Korea BOSS’ biggest event of the year, the party included Karaoke and Bodybuilding competitBe

and an activity filled beach block party on day two.  800 Soldiers, six busloads from each area, were able to participate.   
On day one Soldiers competed in Basketball, Softball, Dodge Ball, Bodybuilding, and Karaoke hosted by the Navy MWR on beautiful Chinhae Base.  Soldiers had the option of 

participating in the games, or enjoying the beach.  More than half of the attending Soldiers enjoyed the sports and singing, and won sponsor-donated beach towels, t-shirts, ribbons, and 
trophies for performing well.  Other Soldiers enjoyed the Busan venues and all the beach and ocean offered.   

Some of the day two competitions included beach volleyball, sand sculpting, tug-o-war, water balloon relay races, and 10-person pyramids.  Of these, the beach volleyball 
tournament was the big hit of the weekend.
