‘annaunces USFK's participation in the non-command sponsored dependent space
availabie program. Reference (@) lays out passport and visa requirements for
individuals entering Korea.

a_Approval Authoriy. Brigade/Wing Commanders or headquarters staff squivalert
10-6 minimum) endorssment willbe the final approval authority. The enclosed memo
rom the unt commander will be used for individual requests.

b Visite. Dependent isitation s limitod to actve duty mombors sorving an

unaccompanied PCS overseas tour. Non-command sponsored dependents will be.
authorized one. 30 day visit per 365 day pericd. Extensions will not be authorized.
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c. Fiights. Non-command sponsorad dependants desiring space-availabe travel to
the Republic of Korea will be limited to DoD fights to and from the U.S. (including
overseas U.S. milfary installations and U.S. teriiories) and any aerial port of
ebarkation within the Repubiic of Korea during FPCON ALPHA and BRAVO (indluding
FPGON BRAYO-PIus or any other modified version of FPGON BRAVO). It willbe the.
‘sponsar's responsibilty 1o provide, at histher expense, transportation to and from
anivaldeparture points. Sponsors must be aware of the potentia for non-availabiity of
space-available seating and pian accordingly based on peaks and luls of the space-
avallable system. Non-command sponsored dependents space-available travel on DoD
flights to any aerial port of debarkation within the Republic of Korea wil not be permilied
during FPCON G or D. Non-command sponsored dependents space-avallable travel on
DaD iights from any aerial port of embarkation within the Repubiic of Korea 1o the U.S,
(including overseas U.S. miltary installatons and U.S. territories) will be permitied
during FPCON C or D. Dependert travelers must have adequate funds for commercial
ravel back to their CONUS point o travel origination

G. Changes to FPCON, In the event thal FPCON changes from A or B0 C or D
prior to non-command sponsored dependent embarkation for space-available ravel to
the Republic of Kcrea, the aerial port of embarkation will deny the non-command
sponsared dependents space-available travel to the Republic of Korea based on USFK
policy. USFK will nform USTRANSCOM of FPCON changes that affect non-command
sponsored dependent space-available travel.

e Passports/Visas,
(1) U.S. Citizen Dependents: Passports are required. Republic of Korea

visas are not required for visits of 30 days or lass. For latest information, see

(2) Non USS. Citizen Dependents: Passports are required. Republic of
Korea visas are aiso required, For latest Information, see DoD 4500.54-G (Foreign
Clearance Guide) at http://www.fcg.pentagon.mil.

. Lodging. Dependents may reside in the spansor's or-base accammodations,
BEG/BOQ only, provided the provisions of local housing polcy are met and prior
oordination with the sponsors respecfive chain of command has occurrod. Billoting
exists at various instalitions In Koroa though fimited to nor-existent n dependent
resticted areas. Sponsors should check bileting availabiity prior to making travel
anangements. Hotets are generally available i the vicnity of most instalatins on the
peninsule.
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. Medical. U.S. miltary hospitals exit at Yongsan Army Gariison (Seou) and
Osan AB. Clinics provide halth services at most other nstalltions in Korea. The
imited sGope of healh care faiftes may imposo probloms for thoss non-command
sponsored dependents currently under a doctor's care or requiring continuing medical
attention. Sponsors are strongly encouraged to consider the following condiions prior
o making a determination as fo whther 1o request visitation of non-command
sponsored dependents:

(1) Prior disapproval of depandent accompaniad overseas medical screening

(2) Enrolimentin the Exceplional Family Member Program (EFMP)

(3) Open family advocacy cases
{4) Non-routine dantal care (imited orthodontic/specialized dental care)
(5) Drug/aicohol abuse or drug related offenses
(6) Psyehiatrc disorders
7) Pregnancy
Nen-command sponsored dependents are nighly encouraged to bring:
- Family medical recorcs or a complete copy.

- A supply of all prescribed medications to ast the ertiry viit since the availabilty of
cartain phamaceuticals may be limiied. Sponsors should ensure dependents are
aware of the 1-800 telephone numbor of tho TRICARE Service Center i their ragion.
For TRICARE assistance while in Korea contact the TRICARE Service Center claims
office on Yongsan Garrison at DSN 736-7236.

4. Expanding the space availatle policy to alow non-command sponsored dependents.
ravel 1o their sponsors unaccompanied duly location is a significant quality of e
enhancement for servica mambars stationed in Korea. Commanders at al levels
Shouid help faciitate tha miltary membor's request as much as possible. The sponsor
will bear sole responsibilfy for the hoalth and wolfare of his/her dependents while they
ar visiing the Republic of Korea. On arrival of dependents, sponsors should notity
their unit NEO representative as well as unitration control represeniative i temporary
arcess 1o commissary/exchange faciliies s dasired. Sponsors are encouraged o
direct their dependents to U.S. State Department (hip /ivvww.\iavel.stale.gov) end U.S.
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Embassy, Seoul (usembassy.state. goviseoul) websites for the latest information on
ravel to Korea. We've been afforded an excellent opportunity to minimize the effects of
one of the biggest complaints against short tours - family saparation. Tho success of

this program s incumbent upon all concerned being actively engaged throughout the.
entire process.
