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PROTESTERS ILLEGALLY ENTER CAMP HENRY

Daegu, Republic of Korea - Two Individuals illegally entered Camp Henry today at approximately 12 p.m.


The two individuals climbed the water tower on Camp Henry and remained there for two hours before they were brought down by Korean National Police and escorted off the U.S. facility by the Korean authorities. 

No one was injured and there was no damage to U.S. property during this intrusion.

The 19th Theater Support Command and Eighth U.S. Army continues to work closely with the Korean National Police to prevent individuals from illegally entering U.S. facilities and potentially harming themselves or others when they enter the facilities illegally.  

The command expects the Korean National Police and Daegu Prosecutors Office to seek appropriate legal actions against any individuals who illegally enter U.S. facilities.

United States Forces Korea supports the Korean peoples’ right to peacefully demonstrate and voice their opinions, however, we do not condone illegal entry into U.S. government facilities, or those acts that infringe upon the rights and freedoms of others.
