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PROTESTORS ILLEGALLY ENTER CAMP MARKET

YONGSAN, Republic of Korea-Four individuals illegally entered Camp Market yesterday afternoon.


Two of the individuals were apprehended near the base of the water tower and turned over to the Korean National Police. The other two individuals climbed the water tower and remained there for three hours before they were brought down by Korean authorities and turned over to the Korean National Police.  

No one was injured and there was no damage to U.S. property during this intrusion.

Eighth U.S. Army continues to work closely with the Korean National Police to prevent individuals from illegally entering U.S. facilities and potentially harming themselves or others when they enter the facilities illegally.  

The command expects the Korean National Police and Seoul Prosecutors Office to seek appropriate legal actions against the protesters and any other individuals who illegally enter U.S. facilities.

American soldiers appreciate the Korean viewpoint.  We also appreciate that we will occasionally disagree, but we still support that disagreement.  During the Korean War, more than 33,000 Americans and more than 500,000 Koreans died to provide the current generation of Koreans the right to protest.  Today, we still support that right to protest - peacefully.  However, we do not condone illegal entry into U.S. government facilities, violent demonstrations that could cause injuries to soldiers, or those acts that infringe upon the rights and freedoms of others.
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
