YONGSAN, Republic of Korea-Approximately twenty Korean nationals carrying iron pipes threw Molotov cocktails at a Camp Gray gate at 7:40 a.m.


The demonstrators shouted, threw leaflets and 15 Molotov cocktails, causing a brief fire at the gate. The leaflets identified the group as the “Korean Students Seeking Punishment for the Murderous American Soldiers.”  The Korean National Police apprehended one demonstrator. 

No one was injured and there was no damage to US property during the violent protest.

The U.S. Army does support the Korean people’s right to protest and speak freely as in any democratic society and holds these rights in very high regard; however, we will not condone violent demonstrations which could cause injuries and damage to facilities or those acts which infringe upon the rights and freedoms of others.
