EIGHTH ARMY SOLDIER ACQUITTED OF NEGLIGENT HOMICIDE 

Camp Casey, Republic of Korea, Nov. 22, 2002 - Sgt. Mark Walker, B Co., 44th Engineer Battalion, Engineer Brigade, 2nd Infantry Division, Eighth U.S. Army, has been found not guilty of criminal misconduct in the traffic deaths of Miss Shim, Mi-Sun and Miss Shin, Hyo-Son.   The court-martial concluded today at Camp Casey after a two-day trial during which nine witnesses testified under oath for the government and defense concerning the facts of the case.  Walker was the driver of the track vehicle involved in the accident.  The same verdict of not guilty was reach in an earlier court martial of Sgt. Fernando Nino, the track vehicle commander.  

Following the conclusion of the two courts martial proceedings, Lt. Gen. Charles C. Campbell, Commander, Eighth U.S. Army said, “I want to again express my sincere apology and deepest sympathies to the families of Ms. Shim, Mi Sun and Ms. Shin, Hyo Sun.  This was a tragic loss of life and we are deeply sorry.”

Campbell also commented on the results of the courts martial.  “Taken together, the verdicts in the two trials that were rendered by two different impartial panels indicate that what occurred was a tragic accident without criminal culpability.”  Campbell asked all concerned to trust the judgment of the panels, as they heard all the facts and arguments for both trials in open court and they were in the best position to evaluate the evidence and to render a just result.”  

He also emphasized some of the safety improvements on the part of 2ID to prevent this type of accident in the future.  “The type of vehicle involved in this accident is no longer driven on public Korean roads and we improved our notification system to ensure that communities located along training routes know when military training traffic will be heavy in their area.”

“Our mission to be ready to protect the security of the Republic of Korea requires us to train hard and regularly, but we must do so as safely as possible, and take every precaution to prevent this type of tragedy for occurring again” said Campbell.
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
