Certain Korea-based soldiers given opportunity to change location of their follow on assignment

PERSCOM is offering all Korea based soldiers who DEROS between June - Sept., 2003 an opportunity to change the location of their follow-on assignment. If a soldier is interested, they must act now. They will only have until April 30, 2003 to request the change. Soldiers are directed to go to PERSCOM online at <http://www.perscom.army.mil/>. Click on the red, white and blue ASK key. At the main ASK menu, click on “Korea-Special” at the top to view the options. Soldiers must select three CONUS locations from the listing provided, which includes such installations as Ft Sill, Okla.; Ft Sam Houston, Texas; Ft Lee, Va.; Ft Jackson, S.C.; Ft Gordon, Ga.; Ft Huachuca, Ariz.; and Ft Rucker, Ala.  

Soldiers in this window have been sent an email message to their AKO address and should log on to view the message sent by their assignment managers. PERSGRAMs have also been mailed to the soldiers who qualify, but they should not wait for the regular mail to reach them. 

Assignment managers will consider qualified soldiers for a new assignment if a requirement exists. If the greater need is at their current follow on assignment location, there will be no change in assignment. New assignments will be issued by May 30, 2003. Soldiers whose assignments have changed will receive a new notification of their changed assignment via PERSGRAM and by email to their AKO email address.
