Aircraft Crash
YONGSAN ARMY GARRISON, Korea – Two Army Aviators assigned to Eighth U.S. Army were killed today when their C-12 Huron aircraft crashed at approximately 2:35 p.m. seven miles southwest of Pyongtaek, Republic of Korea.  

According to Mr. Bang, Dong – Joo, a local resident who was working in his onion field at the time of the crash, the aircraft was on fire, maneuvering away from the populated area of the town.  He further stated that the pilot did everything he could to prevent the aircraft from crashing into any buildings.

The aircraft was on a routine test and maintenance flight at the time of the crash. There were no civilian causalities and minimum property damage.

Cause of the crash is unknown at this time, and an Army Safety team from the Army’s Safety Center at Ft. Rucker, Alabama will conduct the investigation to determine the cause of the crash. 

Lt. Gen. Charles C. Campbell, Commanding General, Eighth U. S. Army, said,  “I deeply appreciate the efforts of local emergency personnel in responding to this tragic accident.” 

 “Our heartfelt condolences go out to the families of these two heroic aviators who did everything they could to prevent civilian casualties”’ said Campbell.

Names of the pilots are being withheld pending notification of next of kin.
