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Inaccurate Information Concerning Taekwon-do
YONGSAN ARMY GARRISON, Korea – Eighth Army is not making Taekwon-do compulsory training for all soldiers nor was it discussed as part of any interviews with this command.  Command Sergeant Major Troy Welch, Eighth U.S. Army’s senior Noncommissioned Officer received a presentation from Master Kim Mu-nok, a taekwon-do grandmaster, on the training that is incorporated into the physical training program for soldiers assigned to the 2nd Infantry Division.

The command is looking into the feasibility of the training and how it might be incorporated into the physical training program for Eighth Army units should the resources and units desire to conduct this type of training.  It is too early for the command to make a decision, as units are already incorporating different forms of physical training into their regular scheduled physical training programs.  

The U.S. Army already has a common standard of physical readiness training that is a part of the units and Soldiers’ daily routine and training.  Each commander can incorporate various other physical training at his or her discretion as long as it meets the needs of the Army in producing physically fit soldiers and in the Republic of Korea, ensuring our soldiers are “Ready to Fight Tonight.”
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
