Courts Martial Underway for Former Eighth Army Soldier in Alleged Assault 


YONGSAN GARRISON, Republic of Korea Feb. 13, 2003 – A general court-martial of a former Eighth United States Army soldier began yesterday. The soldier is charged with aggravated assault, indecent acts, sodomy, submission of a false official statement and conspiracy. 

Sgt. Leng Sok, formerly of the Division Artillery, 2nd Infantry Division, Eighth U.S. Army, currently assigned to B Company, 3-21 Infantry, Fort Lewis, Washington is charged under the Uniform Code of Military Justice in the alleged assault against a Korean Augmentee to the U.S. Army (KATUSA) while attending the Primary Leadership Development Course (PLDC) on March 3, 2002.

 Korean authorities have the right of primary jurisdiction because this was not an official duty case.  However, the Korean authorities decided to transfer jurisdiction to USFK.  

The 2nd Infantry Division commander referred the charges to trial by general court-martial following his review of the evidence.
