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Story Range Fence Safety Project
YONGSAN ARMY GARRISON, Korea – In order to enhance public safety, a Korean construction company recently began erecting a security fence surrounding the Story Range Live-fire Complex north of Munsan.

This project is funded by and coordinated with the Republic of Korea Ministry of Defense in all aspects.

Various civic and environmental groups that oppose this public safety project have failed to obtain complete and accurate information from 8th U.S. Army officials concerning this important and necessary safety project.

The numerous false and misleading reports being given to the media by various individuals and groups may also mislead the public.

The construction of this fence is designed to protect the local civilian population from mistakenly entering an existing live-fire training area and to preclude serious injury or death.  The land being fenced is part of the existing range.  The area of the range is not being expanded by the fencing project. 

The safety of the public on and around our military installations and training ranges is paramount.  Either mistakenly or illegally entering these facilities denies us the ability to protect the public from hazards associated with necessary training.  

A Natural Resource Survey and a Cultural Resource Survey had been completed for the Story Range Complex under contracts with Korean experts.  Planning for the fencing had considered the survey findings and recommendations prior to any construction being initiated.   The construction of the fence will have minimal impact on the local population and wildlife due to its simplicity and overall design.  

“Our number one priority is to maintain public safety while maintaining a trained and ready combined force through the conduct of critical training on our live-fire ranges,” said Lt. Gen. Charles C. Campbell, Commanding General, 8th U.S. Army.  “I want to ensure that the local residents of the area are both informed and protected during the construction of this important public safety project,” he said.
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
