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 2d Infantry Division Soldier who died on 16 March is identified 

CAMP RED CLOUD, Republic of Korea – A 2nd Infantry Division Soldier died on Mar. 16.

Sgt. Esau A. Zakka, 31, a forward observer assigned to Headquarters and Headquarters Battery, 2nd Battalion, 17th Field Artillery Regiment, was attached to B Company, 1st Battalion, 506th Infantry Regiment (Air Assault) at Camp Greaves in northern Gyeonggi Province. 

Zakka is survived by his mother, father and two sisters.  He was from Kansas City, Missouri. Zakka joined the Army in 1992 and had been stationed in Korea for six months. A memorial service will be held at Camp Greaves on Friday at 9 a.m.

Zakka passed out after leading physical training and was taken to the battalion aid station, where he remained unconscious and was determined to have no pulse. A doctor from the nearby Joint Security Area came to render assistance, and Zakka was evacuated by air from Camp Greaves to 121 Hospital at 8:30 a.m. He was pronounced dead at 121 Hospital in Yongsan at 9:30 a.m. 

The cause of death has not been determined. 
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
