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 Fatal Vehicle Accident

CAMP RED CLOUD, Republic of Korea- A vehicle driven by a Korean civilian collided head-on with a Second Infantry Division M-920 Tractor Trailer at approximately 11:45 p.m. on September 16 near the intersection of Highway 350 and Highway 310.


The stationary M-920 Tractor Trailer was part of a convoy being led by Military Police escort heading from the Twin Bridges Training Area to Camp Castle when the accident occurred. The civilian vehicle was traveling at a high rate of speed, passed by the convoy escort vehicle, crossed into the lane of the M-920 and collided head-on.


The convoy was following several established convoy safety procedures that include: front and rear escort vehicles with amber rotating warning lights, military police escort, and positive radio control throughout the convoy.  The M-920 vehicle had its warning lights on at the time of the accident.


The Korean National Police (KNP) declared the driver of the civilian vehicle dead at the scene. There were no other injuries. 

“The soldiers of the Second Infantry Division want to express their most sincere condolences to the family of the victim of this tragic accident,” said Col. Daniel Bolger, division chief of staff.

The accident is under investigation by the Korean National Police and US Military Police. The Second Infantry Division is cooperating fully with the Korean authorities in this investigation.
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
