The Commanding General, Eighth U.S. Army, has ordered a stand down of all 8th Army personnel and equipment Oct. 10. 

Eighth U.S. Army will conduct this “stand down” training day peninsula-wide to address the Commanding General’s priority concerns for ensuring mission readiness. 

All commanders will provide blocks of instruction to their soldiers and unit civilians that will cover safety, cultural awareness, consideration of others, prevention of alcohol abuse, and dignity and respect toward the Korean people and Eighth Army personnel.  

The intent of New Horizons Day is to integrate, synchronize, and focus the efforts and initiatives of Eighth U.S. Army elements toward enhancing ROK/U.S. understanding, bolstering the ROK/U.S. alliance, and improving safety and risk management.  

The day is also intended to help soldiers and civilians understand Eighth Army’s contributions to the security and well being of the alliance members, and the inherent stewardship our presence entails.   

During the stand down, no military vehicles will operate unless they are performing emergency services.  
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 “Eighth Army, as part of the Combined Forces Command, is better prepared today to accomplish its mission than at anytime in its recent history.  New Horizons Day is all about making us even better.  We will take the day to focus on issues that will make us even better team players and help us raise the bar on readiness,” said Lt. Gen. Daniel R. Zanini, Commanding General of Eighth U.S. Army. 

The Stand-Down on Oct. 10 is Phase I of a sustained campaign, to be repeated semi-annually every January and July. 
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
