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POW/MIA Honor Guard Ceremony

SEOUL, Korea – The commander of the 8th U.S. Army hosted an Honor Guard Ceremony for soldiers declared missing in action or who were POWs during the Korean War, today at Knight Field, Yongsan Army Garrison.

Lt. Gen. Daniel R. Zanini, commanding general, 8th U.S. Army, gave a speech followed by a prayer and a 21-gun salute.

“During May of this year, a team of specialists arrived in North Korea to begin operations to recover the remains of servicemen missing in action from the Korean War,” said Zanini. “On August 23, remains of seven servicemen were flown to Hawaii for identification and on Tuesday of this week, remains of eight U.S. soldiers believed to have died fighting around the Chosin Reservoir in November and December 1950, were returned to U.S. custody.”

Since 1996, 159 sets of remains have been recovered from the Korean War. There are still over 8000 Americans missing from the war, which ended in an armistice during 1953.
