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First ever battle staff-NCO course held in Korea

CAMP HENRY, Republic of Korea — The first ever battle staff-Noncommissioned Officer course was held in Korea at Camp Henry. This was a five-week class that started at the end of August. The course taught NCOs how to disseminate and decipher the information they are given during battle and how to actually run a battle. Another battle staff NCO course is scheduled to be held in January at Camp Walker, Korea. 

Any army MOS can participate in this training.

“It was challenging, but it was also exciting and it gave me a chance to look at the battle field or view a regular army operations from a larger picture. I got to work with a lot of different MOSs and work with a lot of people with different experiences.  I really learned a lot,” said Sgt. 1st Class Daren Hayes, 6-37th Field Artillery.

“I’ve gotten the chance to learn, refine and develop my skills. I can work with S-3, especially during exercises. Being a MP, we’re used to shift work, so if you look at it as a regular day, It’s not so bad adjusting, Only problem we had was the lack of availability for supply, like the things you need for class and food during the lunch hours,” said Sgt. 1st Class Lisa Edwards HHC, 8th MP Brigade.
