 Shadow 200 Unmanned Aerial Vehicle Crashes Near Dongducheon

 
CAMP RED CLOUD, Republic of Korea – A Second Infantry Shadow 200 Tactical Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) crash landed Thursday night at 9:05 p.m. on the banks of the Sinchon River near Dongducheon.


A response team dispatches to the crash site recovered the UAV at approximately 11p.m.


The crash caused no injuries or damage to people or property.


In a related development, the Army’s fleet of Shadow 200 UAVs, with the exception of those operating in Iraq, has been grounded until the cause of this and other recent Shadow 200 UAV crashes elsewhere can be determined.


The Shadow 200 UAV was fielded last month in the 2nd Inf. Div. as part of the Army’s Transformation and Modernization efforts to support force enhancements to the Eighth U.S. Army and U.S. Forces Korea. 


The grounding of the Shadow 200 UAV fleet will force the cancellation of a planned media day event that was scheduled for Oct. 21 at Camp Mobile, where media had been invited to view the take-off, operation and landing of the Shadow 200 UAV.


The cause of the crash is under investigation.
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
