8th U.S. ARMY RECEIVES ROK PRESIDENTIAL CITATION

YONGSAN GARRISON, Republic of Korea –  8th U.S. Army’s service in defense of the Republic of Korea was publicly praised by President Roh, Moo-Hyun in a ceremony at the ROK military headquarters, Gyergyeongdae, on Friday, 1 October. 

President Roh presented the letter to Lt. Gen. Charles C. Campbell, Commander 8th U.S. Army, “in recognition of and appreciation for the valuable service rendered to the Republic of Korea for the past 50 years.”

The ROK Presidential Citation commended the 8th U.S. Army for “Non-combatant Evacuation Operations and combat service support to U.S. and ROK forces (that) has contributed to the deterrence of aggression against the ROK and has maintained an unwavering commitment to ensuring the security of the Republic of Korea.”  

In addition to the recognition for the military defense role, the letter also praised the 8th U.S. Army’s contribution of “over one million dollars and one million soldier service hours to schools and charities throughout Korea as the Army Component of the United States Forces Korea Good Neighbor Program.”

The presentation was part of a ceremony to celebrate the 56th ROK Armed Forces Day, and featured the finest ROK service members from each branch of service, ROK & U.S. aircraft flights overhead, and the ROK military Taekwondo team large-scale demonstration of hand-to-hand combat.
