Marshal General of the Army and
Commanding General, United States
Army Criminal Investigation Com-
mand provided the regiment an out-
standing brief of what went wrong at
Abu Graib and what we’re doing to fix
it. Among the issues that were raised
repeatedly by the speakers were Army
transformation and retention, and how
shortages of personnel are impacting
MPs. In his remarks published in the
conference’s welcoming packet, John-
son said, “In view of the critical trans-
formation efforts underway throughout
the Army and the continued heavy em-
ployment of the MP Soldiers world-
wide, it is imperative that we meet and
discuss key issues impacting our Regi-
ment.” Johnson told the Regiment that
there is little time to do any extra train-
ing. “When a Soldier walks out of
here, odds are he’s going to be firing at
an enemy who’s firing back, very
quickly,” Johnson said. Improvised
explosive devices remain a problem in
Iraq. According to Johnson, Soldiers

find about 300 IEDs every month, and
about 150 go off.

In addition to the conference, the
regiment held its annual Warfighter
Competition. The competition argua-
bly pits military police teams from
around the world against each other in
a grueling, four-day test to name the
best MP team in the Army. The his-
tory of the Military Police Warfighter
Team Challenges goes back to the early
1980’s. In 1983 the Military Police
Noncommissioned Officer of Excel-
lence Competition began and was con-
ducted every year through 1994. 1In
1995, Major General Alfonso Lenhardt,
the Chief of the Military Police Corps
Regiment at the time, changed the com-
petition in order to focus on the Mili-
tary Police Team concept. There were
38 teams that competed and congratula-
tions to 728" Military Police Battalion
team (SGT Robert E. Flores Sr., PFC
Jason E. Alber, and PV2 Lance T.

Low Density MOS Training at Camp

Training was divided into two ses-
sions: morning and afternoon. The
morning session was classroom cen-
tric, 0800-1130, held in the Camp
Henry Education Center.

The training events covered
will allow soldiers to improve unit
and individual NBC readiness.

The second part of training
allowed 74D soldiers to practice in-
stalling the M20 Simplified Collec-
tive Protective Equipment (SCPE).
The M20 SCPE is designed to gener-
ate an air filtration collective protec-
tion means to be used as a temporary
rest-and-relief shelter. The M20 pro-
vides a contamination-free environ-
