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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Application of New Job Family Classification Standard, GS-2200

1.  Recently the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) issued a new classification Job Family Standard (JFS) for Administrative Work in the Information Technology (IT) Group, GS-2200.  This JFS establishes the new IT Management Series, GS-2210, and abolishes the GS-0334 standard, which covered the Computer Specialist Series.  Some civilian positions in the GS-0391, Telecommunications Series, and the GS-0301, Miscellaneous Administration and Program Series, may be affected if knowledge of IT is the paramount requirement necessary to perform the primary duties of the position. 

2.  The application of the new standard may affect a position’s series, grade designation, and position description format.  It could also have a direct effect on an employee’s entitlement to the IT special pay rates.  The new standard will be used only in determining occupational series and job titles for Korean National positions.  The changes in position description format, grade designation, and IT special rates only apply to US positions.  

3.  The Korea Civilian Personnel Operations Center (CPOC) distributed a memorandum dated 25 June 2001, subject: Application of New Job Family Classification Standard, GS-2200, to managers that informed them of the new JFS and requested that they review positions in their organization for applicability and provide the necessary information to the CPOC.  The suspense date given was 01 August 2001.  Some activities have already applied the new standard and made submissions to the CPOC and others have not.   Since implementation must be completed no later than 

09 December 2001, it is crucial that managers provide their responses to the CPOC as soon as possible.
