SUBJECT:  Fully Automated System for Classification (FASCLASS)

1.  Reference, Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower and Reserve Affairs) ASA (M&RA), memorandum dated 28 January 2000, subject: FASCLASS Deployment and memorandum dated 3 Feb 2000 subject: FASCLASS II.

2.  FASCLASS I is a web-based automated position classification records system and has been implemented at all 10 Army regional Civilian Personnel Operation Centers (CPOCs).  FASCLASS I automates position descriptions (PDs), provides a searchable automated Master File of PDs, constructs automated organization charts/tables reflecting current position and personnel information from the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS), and maintains automated records of competitive levels and competitive area logs.  Nearly 133,000 PDs are fully loaded into FASCLASS with the conversion process being about 86% complete.  FASCLASS I is the interim system.

3.  FASCLASS II will be a centralized system with new features such as the ability to view organizations via hierarchial line diagrams and access respective positions and PDs.  It will have an archive function.  FASCLASS II will incorporate the current Position Description Library (PDL) within its database.  It will maintain all of the current functionality of the PDL, including the quality assurance review and approval of PDs by MACOMs for use Army wide.  It will allow managers to do organization "what if" scenarios and analysis and to create a PD in FASCLASS to the CPAC and CPOC.  FASCLASS II will interface with the Modern Defense Civilian Personnel System.  To accommodate this functionality, user privileges will need to be assigned to each user, therefore, the Civilian Personnel Operations Center (CPOC) has identified managers with PPI accounts and has reported those to HQDA.  HQDA has requested this information in order to establish a main FASCLASS database to establish user privileges for managers.  HQDA projects the implementation of FASCLASS II for later this month.
