SUBJECT:  Civilian Personnel Policy, Guidance and Interpretation

1. Assistant Chief of Staff, G1, Civilian Personnel Division (CPD), is the administrator of the civilian personnel program for the Eighth United States Army (EUSA).  As such, CPD is responsible for developing and coordinating civilian personnel policy and providing technical guidance and assistance for the Korea region.

2.  All requests for policy interpretation and guidance will be directed to CPD; guidance from higher headquarters will not be sought directly by Civilian Personnel Operations Center or Civilian Personnel Advisory Center staffs.  Similarly, requests for assistance from higher headquarters will not be sought unless the action has been coordinated with the CPD.   It is imperative that this policy be complied with in order to avoid conflict in policy and duplication of efforts; to assure consistency in operations, and to facilitate standardization of EUSA civilian personnel policy, practices, and procedures.  In the near future, CPD will review existing policy for update and continued applicability in the regionalized environment.
