1. PWIPaSE. The purpose of tkis regulation is t o  ensure ccanpliance with the 
requhemnts of the Law of W a r  (W); t o  ensure that all rules of engag-t 
and operational plans, directives and policies of this Headquarters (HQ) are 
consistent with the m; and t o  ensure that the obligations of the HQ are 
understood and enforced by each m e h e r  of the United Nations C d  (UNC) and 
the Republic of Korea - United States (ROK-U.S.) C d i n e d  Forces C d  (m). 

2. APPLICABILITY. This  regulation applies t o  all divisions, offices and 
subordinates of HQ UNC, and HQ CFC, including all c q n e n t  cckrmands and 
subordinate units, irrespectiye of nationality or service c~nponent.

a. kxw of War. It is synonymus w i t h  the term "Law of Amd Conflict" 
and is that portion of international law dealing w i t h  treaties, established 
historic practices and custms, and national and service policies which 
prescribe the conduct of military personnel and the pnnissible ~ t h c d s  of 
military operations during hostilities. The UXi  is consistent w i t h  the 
principle of econcmy of force and is intended t o  minimize unnecessary suffering 
and destruction of property. 

b. W a r  Crhm. Any violation of the LLIW, including, but not limited to,  
unjustified killing of noncombatants, torture, taking hostages, ccanpelling a 
prisoner of w a r  t o  serve in the amd forces of the hostile p m e r ,  making use 
of forbidden arms or  d t i o n ,  mutilating dead bodies, firing on localities 
that are undefended and without military significance, abusing or fir ing on a 
flag of truce, misusing the Red Cross d l e m ,  poisoning wells or streams, 
pillage or purposeless destruction, ~ ~ r r m a r y  execution without trial of spies or 
other persons who have c d t t e d  hostile acts, and violations of surrender 
terms. 

a. The Ccannander in Chief (CIEC), &/CFC shall ensure that all rules of 
engagement and operational plans, policies, and directives are developed, 
issued, and executed in a manner consistent w i t h  the LLIW. 



b. The Assistant Chief of Staff (ACofS), C3, in coordination w i t h  the UNC 
and CIFC Judge Advocates (UNCJA and CFJA), and the ACofS, C2, shall ensure 
target nomination planning in support of UNC/CFC and ccwponents is consistent 
w i t h  the ILIW. 

c. The ACofS, C3, shall ensure that all rules of engagemmt and 
operational plans, policies, and directives issued by CINCUNC/CFC are 
consistent w i t h  the m. All such rules, plans or orders will be referred to 
the UNCJA and CFJA for legal review to ensure cqliance w i t h  the m. ACofS, 
C3, will ensure that realistic training involving the LOW is integrated into 
all operational exercises and that UNC/CFC personnel receive such training in 
the law of arnred conflict as is qropriate to their positions and 
responsibilities, 

d. The ACofS, C5, shall ensure that all operational plans, policies and 
directives prepared or received by HQ UNC and HQ CFC are referred to the UNCJA 
and CFJA for legal review to ensure campliance w i t h  the m. 

e. The UNC-JA and CFJA shall provide general legal guidance on the IX)W, to 
include review of rules of engagmt and operational plans, policies, and 
dFrectives issued by UNC/CFC. The UNCSA and CFJA will mnitor the 
investigation and disposition of alleged violations of the m. 

f. C d e r s  will: 

(1) Ensure that mmbers of their c m  are f m  a .  w i t h  the 
principles and rules of the IlW as contained in the Geneva Conventions of 1949, 
the related references, and this regulation, ccmmmsurate w i t h  individual 
duties and responsibilities. 

(2) Ensure prqt reporting and investigation of alleged violations of 
the LC%7 cdtted by or against mahers of their ccmmands. 

( 3 )  Collect, record and report to the CDCUNC/CFC (ACLTN: UNCTA and 
CFJA) , all in£ ormation originating in theFr c e  regarding both friendly 
and enemy violations of the W. 

(4) Pravide for appropriate disposition, in accordance w i t h  national 
military justice codes, of cases involving alleged violations by persons 
subject to military court-martial jurisdiction. 

a. Each soldier, sailor, airman and mine, irrespective of nationality, 
who is under the operational control or operating in support of CINCUNC/m 
w i l l  be trained in and ccanply w i t h  the W. 



b. War crimes allegedly c d t t e d  by or a g e t  rrv3mbers of, or persons 
act-ying or serving w i t h ,  the forces operational control t o  cINCUNC/CFC 
w i l l  be p r q t l y  reported, thoroughly investigated and, where appropriate, 
remedied by corrective action. 

7 .  -. Each c d e r  receiving a report of alleged or suspected 
violations of the w i l l  investigate the allegation in accordance w i t h  
national and service procedures. The UNCTA and CFJA shall be notified of all 
alleged violations and provided a copy of the investigation.
