MEMORANDUM FOR ALL WIGHTMAN NCO ACADEMY PERSONNEL

SUBJECT: Commandant's Policy #18, Barracks Policy
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1. Purpose: To establish policies and procedures for the control, maintenance,
standards of conduct, cleanliness and safety in the barracks.
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2. Scope: This SOP applies to all Soldiers who are bilieted in buildings 21686, 2167, 2170,
2171, and 2104 under control of 8" Army NCO Academy. This SOP also applies in part to
guests of barracks Soldiers. This SOP is punitive in nature. This SOP applies to U.S.
Male, Female and KATUSA Soldiers. Soldiers who fail to adhere to these policies are
subject to punishment under UCMJ as well as adverse administrative actions. Soldiers
deserve to be treated with dignity and respect and are entitled to live in a clean, healthy,
and safe environment. This environment must provide privacy and comfort, as well as a
predictable living standard, regardless of installation of assignment. The Chain of
Command has an inherent responsibility to ensure proper living standards and conditions
are maintained. The Chain of Command determines the amount of time needed to
discharge its responsibilities in this area.
